Autumn:
During the autumn, two TAs went on Lego Therapy Training to deliver Lego Therapy to some of our pupils.  The first Lego Therapy sessions will begin in this term.
N. Prickett continues to work with pupils who are not on track to meet ARE (Age Related Expectations) within KS1.  Her focus remains on pupils in receipt of pupil premium.  Progress amongst these pupils has been at least expected.
C. Murray is working across Year 6.  C. Murray targets pupils mainly pupils in receipt of pupil premium, who are not on track to meet ARE (Age Related Expectations) at the end of Year 6.
P. Johnson continues to work with pupils across the whole school who are new to the country (EAL – English as an Additional Language) or need S&L (Speech & Language) intervention.
The EP has assessed one pupil over the autumn and completed two pupil reviews.  In the spring a further two pupils will have a full EP assessment.  An application for statutory assessment will be submitted for two pupils; during the spring term.
We now have access to a SALT therapist who we are able to call on to assess pupils quickly.  During the autumn term, three pupils had SALT assessments with recommendations.  P. Johnson is timetabled weekly to work with all these pupils.  Over the autumn 35 pupils received weekly SALT sessions.  A number of these pupils are seen more than once a week.
We continue an SEN clinic each term for parents to make an appointment to attend, should they wish to discuss their child and SEN needs they may have.  In the autumn, three parents attended.
An application for element 2 funding via Rodney House was successful.  The money received will be used to support a nursery pupil with complex SEN.  An application for statutory assessment will be made for this pupil.
